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AIEF Mentoring pairs AIEF Scholarship Students with volunteer mentors with the aim of creating
structured relationships that will support students through their senior years at school and beyond

into their careers.

Prospective Mentors should be:

e motivated and dedicated to supporting Indigenous students

e able to realistically and seriously commit to their student for the foreseeable future
¢ willing to undergo mandatory child protection screening and police checks

® able to attend regular and ongoing inductions and training.

Mentors should commit to:

¢ attending one-on-one sessions every fortnight for the first six months and each month after that
e attending group activities with other Mentors and students coordinated and facilitated by AIEF
e recording all catch ups and sessions through a dedicated online portal

e supporting the student to Year 12 completion.
